FANDIC Centre is located in the North of Bucaramanga, a sector noted for its crime and poverty. Against all odds, they have cre-
ated a place of trust and opportunity for those who are most marginalized, children with disability and their families. Key to
FANDIC’s success is the dedication of their Board, their volunteers, the mothers of the children, and the University of Santander,
UDES. Over a 9-year period, 400 students have worked in FANDIC, providing therapy, building custom equipment, & assisting the
dance & recreation program. For its part, FANDIC has helped students understand the real-life issues of disability by providing
opportunity to appreciate the physical, environmental and societal impacts of disability in children. Below are action picture of
everyday life in FANDIC and those who contribute to its success.

FANDIC looked high and low, finally finding a van that was in great shape &
for a very good price, in Bogota. They paid 25 million pesos or approximately
